Those procedures and policies which are not dictated by the statutes or rules of the State Board or ordered by a court of competent authority may be adopted, amended or repealed at any meeting of the Board.

	 Procedures of the Board shall be adopted, amended or repealed by a two-thirds vote of the full Board. Policies shall be adopted, amended or repealed by a majority vote of the full Board.



	
	The adoption, modification, repeal or suspension of a Board procedure or policy shall be recorded in the Minutes of the Board. All current procedures and policies shall be printed in the Board Policy Manual.



	
	Section 2.  Executive


	SC 1001


	 The Board shall exercise its executive power by the appointment of a district Superintendent who shall enforce the statutes of the Commonwealth, the rules of the State Board of Education and the policies of the Board of School Directors.



	SC 510


	The Superintendent may prepare guidelines for the administration of the school district which are not inconsistent with statute or regulations of the State  Board, are dictated by the policies of this Board, and shall be binding on the employees of this district and the students in the schools of this district when issued.



	
	The Superintendent shall be delegated the authority to take necessary action in circumstances not provided for in Board policy, provided that such action shall be reported to the Board at the meeting next following such action.
