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	229. STUDENT FUND RAISING



	
	

	1.Purpose


	  The Board acknowledges that the solicitation of funds from students must be limited since compulsory attendance laws make the student a captive donor and since such solicitation may disrupt the program of the schools.



	2.Definition


	  For purposes of this policy "student fund raising" shall include the solicitation and collection of money by students for any purpose and shall include the collection of money in exchange for tickets, papers, advertising or any other goods or services.



	3.Authority

SC 511(d)


	  The Board prohibits the collection of money in school or on school property, or at any school sponsored event by a student for personal benefit.



	
	Collection of money by approved school organizations may be permitted by the building principal. Collections by students on behalf of school organizations outside the schools may be permitted only by the Superintendent.



	4.Guidelines

	It is the policy of the Board that:

	
	In-house sales shall be permitted subject to Board approval on a case-by-case basis.



	
	No fund raising shall be planned or approved without prior consultation with the respective principal.



	
	All requests must be properly submitted on a Request for Fund Raising Activities Form.



	
	Principals will keep a schedule of all sales so that no more than one organization is conducting a fund raising activity at the same time. Fund raising activities will be reported each month to the Board by the principal.



	
	Monies raised from sales must be used for the designated activity on the request form.



	
	All fund raising requests must have Board approval.



	
	No fund raising requests will be honored if they involve lottery or gambling sales.



	
	All activities which will necessitate fund raisers must be approved prior to requests for fund raising being made.



	
	Non-Club groups are interpreted to include the following:



	
	a) Band

b) Chorus

c) Senior Standing Committee

d) Junior Standing Committee

e) Student Council

f) Yearbook



	
	All "non-club" groups will be permitted to have three (3) sales per year regardless of the size of the sale.



	
	Club groups are permitted one (1) sale per club year.



	Pol. 618


	The principal shall distribute this policy and the rules which implement it to each student organization granted permission to solicit funds. Funds solicited shall be controlled Student Body Finances  Pol. 618.
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
